The Company applied the all capital from the Convertible Bond as planned, and as
scheduled, by the end of the second quarter of 2013.

The Convertible Bond term was modified to “not to exceed 7 years” based on the
approval of shareholders in a meeting on May 15, 2015.

The first rollover contract : The convertible bond issued to Intel Corporation had a

term of “not to exceed 5 years” and was due on November 21, 2016.
The second rollover contract : The convertible bond postponed to November 21, 2017.

The Convertible Bond purchaser, Intel Corporation, requested to redeem an amount
equal to NT$ 270,000,000 plus interest on May 19, 2015. The Company paid NT$
270,000,000 plus interest of 1% (NT$ 1,412,877) on June 1, 2015.

The Company has paid a total interest amount of NT$ 11,012,877 (based on a 1% rate)
through November 2016.

The outstanding balance of the Convertible Bond is NT$ 30,000,000 now. The CB
purchaser, Intel Corporation, has not requested to convert the bond.

The conversion price is NT$ 100.8, after the Company paid the shareholders a cash
dividend in 2013.
